Payment of tuition is considered the joint responsibility of the parents or
guardians listed on the il application and subsequentaarollment brms. Records of the

account may be made available to either parent.



Tuition Refunds

The School cannot reimburse parents for absence due to illness or temporary withBxaegk for

a onemonth trial period for new pre-schoolstudents there will be no refund for a withdrawal
during the last three months of the school year {Ajune) in the Preschool and no refund for
withdrawalat any time during the year for the Elementary or Middle School prograrparent
wishing a refund must give written notice of intention to withdraw one month prior to the date of
withdrawal.

Extended DaycarebPlease Read Carefully

Extended daycare is available for advance purchase in blockshagbelow). Daycare is from 7:30

to 8:00 am and from 3:15 to 6:00 pm. There is no extra charge in the morning if your child arrives
at schoolafter 8:00 sn. To participate in the Extended Day Program, you will be asked tpaye
aminimum of 10 daycare blocks(15 hours of daycare).

Any child who arrives befor8:00 amwill be charged ! (0.5) block. The afterschool program will
be divided intotwo 90-minute blocks.
¥ The first block will be from3:00 to 4:30 pm. Any child at school afteB:15 pmwill be
charged one minimum 9finute block.
¥ The second 90ninute block will be from4:30 to 6:00 pm however, if you pick up your
child betweerd:30 and 515 pm you will be charged 1.5 blocks; if you pick up your child
between5:15 and 6:00 pmyou will be charged 2 full blocks.
¥ There will be d block per minute late feeif your child is not picked up b§:00 pm
when the school is officially closed.

The daycare payment information will be sent out together with your Emergency Release forms in
late July.You will have the option of a Ethonth daycare billing plan through TMS (September
through June) or prpaying in minimum l1é&block increments directlyot The School.

In general with the exception of select Middle School progrdet Yearbookinterscholastic

sports teamsywhenever a child is at school before 8:00 am and after 3:15 pm they will be
charged for daycare There will be additional fee® top of the daycare charge) for special classes
such as instrumental musi®landarin,Spanishchessand tutoring. These fees will be announced in
advance of each session.

There isno refund for unused daycare hours, so please estimate your neeltsaly as possible.
